{the "Vesser), a North Koman flagged ship IMO no 5044504 call sign FIMVE?, which on §

soversignty of the §ibyun State, where It proveeded o load a cargo of crude oil subject o an
export bam. The pott in question was the oil port of Bs Sider [Sidra), which is in on area of
the Libyan State currently under a declamution of Force Majeure by the Libyun Mational Qil
Carporation.

I kindly request your pusistance in wlerting other Miember States, in pactivolan Mag states snd
(heir maritime administzations, to threw specific issugs raised by this incident,

Fivuk, the entry of the Vessel into the relevant intornal waters and the selevant port constituted
infringements of the principle of innocent passage provided for in the United Nations
Convention on the Law of the Sea “UNCLOS", The suid entry, whivh bresched gomestic
lawe of the constal State and did not henefit from any permission from the competent
authoritiag of the coastal $tate, was in clear breach of the peace, goad order and security of
the coastal State, and was therefore clearly fllegal and in violation of the rules ot intenaational
miritime law.

Becondly, the incident constitules a violation of the sovereignty, indepandence, territorial
integrity and nntional unity of the Libyan State and should consequently be reated as an act
of maritime piracy, in breach of the Inemational Convention for the Safety of Tife al Sea
MBOLAS™ 1974, und ity subsequent amendments, and mors gpecifically the Inturnational
Ship and Port Facility Security Code “TSPS Code™ fusued by the International Maritime
Crrgunization,
